Jin Gao

Ms. Jin Gao, was born in Beijing in 1933.  She studied during the late 1950's at the Central Academy of Fine Arts in Beijing, China's most prestigious art school. Subsequently, she chose to spend 30 years of her life in Inner Mongolia. 
Ms. Jin, a member of an ethnic minority in China herself, chose to work with such subject matters as detailed descriptions of the costumes and customs of remote rural cultures, despite official pressure not to do so at that time. 

Since the Cultural Revolution (1966-1976), Ms. Jin has been recognized as one of the vanguard, which opened the arts to new and diverse influences, bringing the era of (forced) Communist propaganda art to a virtual end. 

In New York, her work is represented by Grand Central Art Galleries, where she held a solo exhibition in 1989. She remains one of their most successful artists. 
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
